Applications are welcomed from a variety of disciplines including the physical, engineering, biological and social sciences.

Grants to support research expenses will normally be up to $800 for Honours students and up to $1500 for Master and Ph.D. students. Successful applicants should already be supported by their organisation with regard to basic expenses and access to equipment, laboratories, research publications and computers. Students who are already in receipt of a CRC Reef postgraduate scholarship are not eligible for further support under this scheme.

Students who receive funding will become Student Associates of CRC Reef, and will be eligible to apply for training opportunities and travel grants. In keeping with the objectives of CRC Reef, students will be encouraged to work closely with end-users of their research results throughout their study. At the conclusion of funding, students will submit to the CRC Reef a brief report outlining the achievements of their research program and its relevance to the Great Barrier Reef World Heritage Area.  

Applications close on 28th March, 2003. The CRC Reef Research Centre will assess applications in late March and students will be notified of their success in early April.
